Benchmark Pre-Tests/Post-Tests
1. Recommendation:  If the teacher has not taken the benchmark yet, please do so and rewrite the unfair questions (use ExamView)

2. 2 weeks before the previous unit ends, give the pre-test.

3. Check the pre-test for each child and circle the incorrect answers.

4. Fill out the pre-test sheet for the parents

5. Fill out the “Who got what question wrong worksheet” (now called Differentiated (Dif.) Groups) for each question.  See pre-made Dif. Groups in packet.

6. Using the Dif. Groups, each group will have a skill worksheet with the same number label for extra reinforcement.  On the skill worksheets, the first number is the benchmark and the second number is the question on the benchmark test.  The abbreviation stands for the skill.

7. Optional: If you would like to do a first round of groups with your own resources to reinforce the ideas, it would be beneficial.   Continue to meet with the struggling groups every few weeks until week 4.

8. Required:  Based on the Dif. Groups, starting on week 4 of the unit, pull one group at a time during your guided reading time.  Pull up to 5 kids at a time.  If the group is larger than 5 kids, split the group into manageable groups with a maximum of 5 kids. 

9. With each group, do the first 1 or 2 questions together.  This is the time to teach specific skills.  Some generic suggestions are:
1. Coding the questions: (like a stop light)
a. G – Green – easy question I know the answer to, but I still need to check it 
b. Y – Yellow – I should look back to find the answer in the passage
c. R – Red – Hard question, take your time and think about it
2. Underlining where you found every answer
3. Reading the questions first and underline the key words.  Then as you read, mark in the margin if you find any key words.
4. When you have checked the work, tell them how many they got wrong and have them find the incorrect ones on their own.
 
10. On the second half of the worksheet, have them do it on their own.  Check their answers to see if they understand the concept.  If they need continued practice, use other resources for continued practice until skill is mastered.

11. If they struggled with the concept, keep note of that and continue to review the concept once a week with them through the use of the workbook pages.  As they come up through the unit.
