
 

When a word has a vowel followed 
by a consonant and e, the vowel 

usually has its long sound and the 
e is silent. 
Examples: 

Bake (long a sound—  silent e) 
Role (long o sound –silent e) 
Ripe (long i sound—  silent e) 
Cube (long u sound-silent u) 
Pete (long e sound –silent e)
